SUBJECT:  Nominations for Quarterly 366th Fighter Wing Volunteer Recognition

 

1.  It is time to nominate outstanding volunteers for quarterly recognition.  Check with the Airman & Family Readiness Center for nomination deadlines.  Submit nominations, preferably by E-mail, to Melanie James; or turn in at the Airman and Family Readiness Center (A&FRC), 575 Gunfighter Ave, Bldg 180. To ensure it has been received, please request confirmation and let us know if you do not get a message stating that we have the nomination.  Additionally, an “Approving Official” must be included on the application document.  In most cases this is the volunteer’s squadron commander or the head of the agency in which the person volunteers. 
 

2.   The guidelines for writing a nomination changed for the year 2009-10.  Please read the  instructions carefully: Follow the sample nomination format included with this letter and limit the narrative portion of your nomination to a maximum of one page including the headings, which must be written in bullet format, divided as you choose among three headings, single-spaced with 12-pitch font.  Be sure you spell your nominee’s name correctly and have selected a nomination category.  Only unpaid volunteer work done outside the individual’s normal paid duty hours should be included.  

 

3.  ID card holders in the following categories may be nominated:  (1) Active Duty, (2) Spouse of Active Duty, (3) Youth (teen), (4) Retiree/Civilian employee (or spouse).   

4.  A Selection Committee appointed by the A&FRC flight chief will review nominations using the following criteria: (1) scope of responsibility in volunteer function, (2) outstanding accomplishments/contributions, and (3) impact on volunteer agency and on the community.    

 

5.  Volunteer of the Quarter Category Winners will be announced at the 366th Fighter Wing Quarterly Awards Banquet.  Check with the Airman & Family Readiness Center for Quarterly Awards Banquet date, time, and location.
